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Brush Up Your Maths Level 2
	Who is the course is for?

This course is for any Islington resident aged 18 or over who needs an up to date maths qualification or wants to top up their existing skills and qualifications.


	How long is the course?

2 sessions per week for 31 weeks. Each session is for 2 hours


	What skills, knowledge or experience do I need to start this course?

There are no formal entry requirements for this course but on application, you will be asked to undertake an assessment of your maths skills to determine the correct level for you. You will be asked to commit to this course, attend regularly and take the final assessment. In order to access this course you must have good basic IT skills and have access to the internet.


	What will the course cover and what should I be able to do by the end of it?
This course will improve your maths skills to get you ready for entering higher education or employment. The course aims to develop number skills in decimals, fractions, percentages, whole numbers, algebra, shape, space, measurements and handling data. You will brush up on your maths skills with and without the use of a calculator, and use ICT with a wide range of websites.


	Will I get a qualification?

Yes, this is a Level 2 accredited course. The exam will be in two parts, a Non-Calculator paper and a Calculator paper. If you pass the exam at this level you will receive a City and Guilds qualification at this level.


	What extra study or practice is expected outside of the class?

You will be given homework activities and have the opportunity to attend our Drop-In sessions if you need additional support.


	How will my progress be assessed?

In order to ensure that you make the best possible progress on your course, you will have regular and detailed 121 feedback from your tutor, in a constructive and supportive environment. The course will also include a variety of teaching methods including group work, discussions and practical activities. Your tutor will explain in more detail once you join the course.


	What can I expect to go on to after this course?

After successful completion of this course, you could progress to a GCSE Maths course or join a Functional English, VES or an ICT course. (See our brochure for more details)
You may also find yourself closer to moving into Further or Higher Education or employment as a result of being on the course.  


	Are there any costs and what do I need to bring?

The course is free and is delivered online via Zoom or Microsoft Teams. For each session, you will need to have with you your own pen and note book.


	What support is available?

You will receive one to one support from your tutor throughout the course but we will also talk to you about any other support needs you may have.
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
