	Rhetorical question
	A question that is asked which makes the reader think or doesn’t expect an answer. 

	Repetition


	Words or phrases are repeated so that they stick in the reader’s mind. 

	Emotive Language


	When words are used to make the reader feel a certain emotion, like sadness or anger.

	Exaggeration

	When information is given that is over the top, or slightly untrue. 

	Facts and Statistics

	When truthful information is given to back up a point. 

	Groups of three

	When 3 adjectives or phrases are used to emphasise a point.

	Personal pronouns


	Using words like ‘we’, ‘you’ and ‘our’ to make your audience think you are talking only to them.

	Alliteration


	Repeating the consonant sounds at the beginning of words to make them stand out. 
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
