feel bad or hurts you. or abuse you

What should you do if you think you are being hurt or abused?

If you think you have been hurt or abused by another student or learner,
member of staff or visitor, you should report this as soon as possible.

Tell someone you trust about what is happening.

Find out from your tutor, student support services or other trusted staff
member who is responsible for protecting learners. Sometimes these are.
