Citizenship:- 
Citizenship materials have been embedded into all Skills for Life courses in order to develop learners’ knowledge of life in the UK including culture and shared values; to help them to become more active citizens and to support applications for citizenship and settlement.
Employability:

Learners are working towards their individual goals; vocabulary and writing appropriate to job search skills is also embedded. In addition, we work in partnership with internal and external organisations for employability support and refer learners for support eg to iWork. Learners work to acquire understanding and skills to improve employability and achieve qualifications to support progression.
E-learning/ICT:

E-learning is embedded into ESOL courses at all levels, learners are referred to ICT courses where appropriate and many courses are delivered online.  Courses will allow learners access to resources on Moodle.
Resources:

Entry 2 uses the Skills for Life Materials at Entry 2, British Council and a range of other ESOL materials. This scheme of work is designed to be adapted to suit both group and individual requirements; to encourage study skills, collaborative as well as independent learning and skills that are required outside the classroom. This is flexible enough to allow for spiky profiles of ESOL learners. Reviews and revision will be done throughout i.e. at the start and at the end of each session but also in more depth where specified before half-terms and holidays.
ILPs and reviews:

Individual Learning Plans/ reviews and target setting take place in the first 2-3 weeks of term using information from diagnostic assessments, with regular reviews and a final evaluation will take place alongside progression routes discussed. 
IAG and Progression:
Discussing IAG and progression routes is emphasised in the curricula. This is done in partnership with a number of organisations to ensure learners are able to make well informed, realistic decisions about their future.     Tutors invite speakers and parent volunteers to present information about additional services and learning.
Numeracy: numeracy is embedded the programme where appropriate and may include linking language for maths and English e.g double, triple, half, quarter, time, money and prices, dates, measurements, shapes, percentages.
