Lesson Outline
Spelling assessment-complete E2 spelling assessment as a group, breaking words down into syllables and sounding them out to help with spelling. 
Famous places in the UK.
Review homework-discuss with learners which famous places in the UK they have visited. 
Learners read about three famous places in the UK and rank them in the order they would like to visit.  
Subject verb agreements
Board the sentence People likes visiting Sherwood Forest. 
Elicit from learners what is wrong and discuss subject verb agreements. 
Learners work in pairs and correct sentences with incorrect subject/verb agreements. 
Writing
Learners work in pairs complete sentences in a way that ensures the correct subject verb agreement.

Learners research somewhere they would like to visit on the computer and note down the answers to specific questions.
